Euro  HS  Week

Euro  HS  Week  takes  place  in  October  each  year  and  is  designed  to  raise  awareness  of  HS.  
The  Euro  Agency  for  Safety  and  Health  describes  the  week  as:  “Aimed  at  people  in  organisations,  companies  and  workplaces  of  all  sizes  and  sectors.  Everybody  involved  in  occupational  safety  and  health  matters  is  invited  to  take  part,  especially  safety  and  health  institutions  and  occupational  insurance  organisations,  trade  unions  and  employers’  organisations,  companies,  managers,  employees  and  safety  representatives.”  
HS  Week  2005  will  take  place  between  24  -  30  October.  Make  sure  you  put  this  date  in  your  diary  now!  
The  main  theme  will  be  noise  at  work,  with  the  slogans  “Stop  that  Noise!”,  and  “Noise  at  work  –  it  can  cost  you  more  than  your  hearing.”  It’s  purpose  is  to  raise  awareness  of  the  risks  associated  with  noise  at  work  and  to  promote  effective  preventive  measures.  This  will  include  looking  at  how  noise  gives  rise  or  makes  worse  other  workplace  hazards.

The  week  is  run  by  the  Euro  Agency  for  Safety  and  Health  who  have  published  a  site  full  of  news,  materials  and  activities.  In  the  UK  the  week  is  being  coordinated  by  the  HS  Executive.

HS  Week  2006  -  The  main  theme  will  be  Young  Workers.  According  to  Euro  statistics  young  workers  suffer  from  a  40%  higher  than  average  accident  rate.  The  Agency  aims  to  raise  awareness  of  the  safety  and  health  risks  young  workers  face  and  of  the  actions  necessary  to  reduce  them.  The  Euro  Week  2006  is  intended  to  form  a  natural  continuation  of  the  Agency’s  activities  in  the  field  of  promoting  a  preventive  safety  and  health  culture,  especially  the  issue  of  mainstreaming  OSH  into  education.

The  TUC  will  be  undertaking  a  number  of  initiatives  during  these  week.
