1840
Englishman Charles Babbage invents the first mechanical computer

1840
Lady Augusta Ada Byron Lovelace, the daughter of the poet Byron, wrote the first computer programs
1969
Hoff develops the microprocessor.
1930
Researchers at lowa State University develop the first prototype computer; development is abandoned following the outbreak of WW2.

1941
Wartime sees establishment of pulsed radar network in UK.

1946
ENIAC (Electronic Numerical Integrator and Computer), the first electronic digital calculator, launched.

1947
Germanium transistor invented by John Bardeen, Walter Brattain, and William Shockley.

1956
Dorothy Crowfoot Hodgkin works out the structure of vitamin B12 using a computer.

1958
Kilby and Noyce develop the integrated circuit, the cornerstone of the modern electronics industry.

1833
Charles Babbage creates the first design for his ‘analytical engine’, a prototype computer

1941
The Z3 computer is developed, the first machine to be controlled by software.
1961
Silicon chips are developed.

1962
First computer game devised, ‘Spacewar’.

1943
Development of silicone, a thermoset polycondensate, used in computer chips and cooking ware.

1993
Development of the Mosaic browser system as a graphical interface to the World Wide Web.

1964
First hologram produced by Leith and Upatnieks.

1964
Emerging computer giant IBM develop the first mass-produced operating system for the computer, OS/360.

1987
CD-ROM devices introduce into computers

1975
Formation of Microsoft computer software company by Bill Gates and Paul Allen
1967
Texas Instruments devise and market the first hand held calculator.

1969
ARPANET, the first computer network is set up.

1968 
RCA develops liquid crystal display.

1942
First digital computer is built by Atanasoff and Berry.

1970
Silicon chips used for the first time in computer memory applications.

1975
Altair 8800 personal computer is made available.

1976
Cray-1supercomputers developed for rapid computation of mathematical and scientific problems.

1977
The Apple II personal computer is launched.

1981
IBM release their first personal computer, complete with a Microsoft operating system.
